LustreFlex dentures fit perfectly in the mouth as the material has almost zero shrinkage.  Another
advantage is that the major connectors are more stable, which is obviously better for the patient’s
ridges as the denture will not create undue pressure.

As mentioned, LustreFlex has the ability to bond to itself and can therefore be relined, added to
and repaired, without compromising the monomer free, flexibility and biocompatiblity of the
denture.
